OTHER NOTES: Windows were 9”x12” four light.  Walls are 2x6 with 1x6 car siding on all four walls and 

  ½”x6” cedar lap siding was installed over that a long time ago.  However the 30’ x 36’ addition on the 

West side has 2x6 studs and 2x4 studs alternating on all three walls.  Rafters are 2x6 except the West 

lean-to where they are 2x12’s 4’ O.C.  There is a row of 6x6 posts and a 6x6 beam supporting the center 
of the 2x12 rafters.  House was built in 1901. 

*PHYSICAL NOTES: Barn is in fair condition.  The roof is leaking.  Needs roof re-roofed and repairs
